As lawmakers attempt to address youth Usage restricted products, including electronic
cigarettes and vapor products, some policymakers are seeking to ban sales of flavored tobacco
and vapor products. Although addressing youth use is laugetieymakers should refrain

from policies that wold restrict adult access to tobacco harm reduction products, as well as
implementing policies that further subvert adult choices, such as is the case with the proposal to
ban flavors in tobacco and vapor products.

Tobacco and Vapor Product Use AmondNew Mexico Youth

The most recent data on youtizigarette use in New Mexico comes from the 2019 Youth Risk
Behavior Survey.In 2019, 56.3 percent of New Mexico high school students reported ever
trying a vapor product. Further, 34 percent reported usingcagaeette orat least one occasion
in the 30 days prior to the survey. Only 5.6 reported daily vapor product use.

In 2018, @cordingto the Vapor Technology Associatidn,2018, the industry created 625 direct
vapingrelated jobs, ioluding manufacturing, retail, and wholesale jobs in New Mexitese
jobsgenerated $11 million in wages alohloreover, the industry has created hundreds of
secondary jobs in the Land of Enchantment, bringing the total economic impact in 2018 to
$114,951,800. In the same year, New Mexico received more than $6.8 million in state taxes
attributable to the vaping dustry. These figures do not include sales in convenience stores,
which sell vapor products including disposables and prefilled cartridges. In 2016, sales of these
products in New Mexico eclipsed $1.4 millién.

billion in yearly savings.

Wasted Tobacco Dollars

Deeply problematic with the proposed legislation is the factNkeat Mexicospends very little
on tobacco control, including education and prevention.
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In the mid1990s, New Mexico sued tobacco companies to reimburse Medicaid for the costs of
treating smokingelated health issues. And, in 1998 with 45 other states, New Mexzicoa@

Under the MSA, states receive annual paymetirtsperpetuity from the tobacco companies,
while relinquishing future claims against the paptating companies. Between 1998 and 2020,
New Mexico collected $820.2 million in MSA payme#ts.

Tobacco taxes and tobacco settlement payments are justified to help offset the costs of smoking,
as well as prevent youth initiation. Like most states, Nexxibb spends very little of existing

tobacco moneys on tobacco control progratmscluding education and prevention. Between

2000 and 2019, New Mexico allocated only $120.6 million in state funds towards tobacco

control programs? This is 9.5 percent ofhat New Mexico collected in cigarette taxes in the

same 19ear time span and only 16 percent of MSA payments. In total, in 19 years, New

Mexico allocated approximately 5.9 percent of what the state received in tobacco taxes and
settlement payments towartbbacco education and prevention efforts.

Flavors and Youth E-Cigarette Use

Despite media alarmism, many American high school students are not overwhelmingly using
vapor products due to flavors. Indeed, in analyses of stath yobacco use surveys, other
factors including social sources are most often cited among youth for reasons-tigasetees
and vapor products.

Effects of Flavor Bans

Flavor bans have had little effect on redgcyouth ecigarette use and may lead to increased
combustible cigarette rates, as evidenced in San Francisco, Cafffornia.

In April 2018, a ban on the sale of flavoredigarettes and vapor products went into effect in
San Francisco and in January, 20@@ city implemented a full ban on any electronic vapor
product. Unfortunately, these measures have failed to lower youth tobacco and vapor product
use.

Data from an analysis of tt#919 Youth Risk Behavior Surveshow that 16 percent of San
Francisco hgh school students had used a vapor product on at least one occasion #a A2
percent increase from 2017 when 7.1 percent of San Francisco high school students reported
using an ecigarette?* Daily use more than doubled, from 0.7 percent of higioskstudents in
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2017, to 1.9 percent of San Francisco high school students reporting ustogyarette or vapor
product every day in 2019.

Worse, despite nearly a decade of significant declines, youth use of combustible cigarettes seems
to be on the ge in Frisco. In 2009, 35.6 percent of San Francisco high school students reported
ever trying combustible cigarettes. This figure continued to decline to 16.7 percent in2017.

2019, the declining trend reversed and 18.6 percent of high school stuggemted ever trying a
combustible cigarette. Similarly, current cigarette use increased from 4.7 percent of San
Francisco high school students in 2017 to 6.5 percent in 2019.

Although lawmakers believe banning menthol cigarettes will deter persons from smoking those,
such a ban will likely lead to black markets.

In fact, an estimated 10.8 million American adults were usingrelgctcigarettes and vapor
products in 20188 Of the 10.8 million, only 15 percent, or 1.6 million adults, were never
smokers, indicating that@garettes are overwhelmingly used by current and/or former smokers.

Conclusion & Policy Recommendations:

It is disingenuous that lawmakers would purport to protect public health yet restrict access to
safer products. Rather than restricting access to tobacco harrtioeguwoducts and flavored
tobacco products, lawmakers should encourage the useigdrettes and work towards
earmarking adequate funding for smoking education and prevention programs.
